1.  I MUST COME TO KNOW THE LORD JESUS 
A.  Study the Gospel of John 

B.  Purpose - Came to save - Matthew 18:11 

C.  Purpose - Came to serve - Mark 10:45 

2.  I MUST KNOW I AM SAVED BY THE GRACE OF GOD 

A.  Ephesians 2:8-9 Titus 2:11; Romans 6:1 
B.  “Grace is undeserved, unearned favor” 

C.  Grace is always conditional - on the condition that  

we meet God’s requirements - Matt. 7:21, John 14:15 

3.  I MUST PUT MY FAITH IN THE LORD JESUS  

A.  John 5:24, Romans 10:17 
B.  What must I hear?  Word of GOD - Bible study, class,                

personal study 

C.  What must I believe?  Jesus is God’s Son - John 3:16 

D.  John 8:24, Acts 16:31 

E.  Belief/faith is always accompanied by obedience - James           

2:19, 24 

4.  I MUST CHANGE MY MIND FOR THE LORD JESUS (REPENT)  

A.  Acts 17:30-31, 2 Corinthians 7:9-10, Luke 13:1-5 

B.  Greek - “Metanoia.” We get our word “metamorphosis” 

     from it. (Meta - to change; morphe - form) Repentance is                       
to change the mind, “to turn around.”   

C.  Example - Acts 16:22-23; 31-33 

 
 

5.  I MUST CONFESS THE NAME OF THE LORD JESUS (acknowledge, admit) 

A.  Sins? – No. Confess the Lord Jesus 

B.  With mouth - Romans 10:8-10 

C.  With life - Matthew 10:32-33 
6.  I MUST OBEY THE GOSPEL OF THE LORD JESUS (The Good News) 

A.  Must I obey the Gospel? - 2 Thess. 1:7-9 

B.  What is the Gospel? - 1 Cor. 15:1-4 

C.  How do I obey the Gospel? - Romans 6:1-4 

D.  Immersion is the dividing line: 
  1.  Wash away sins - Acts 22:16; Acts 16:33-34 

2.  Salvation - Mark 16:16, 1 Peter 3:18-21 

3.  Put on Christ - Galatians 3:26-27 

4.  Added to God’s family, the one church – 

 Acts 2:41, 47; Ephesians 4:4-6 
7.  I MUST LIVE A FAITHFUL LIFE FOR THE LORD JESUS (1 JOHN 1:7) 

A.  Till death - Revelation 2:10 

B.  In love - Matthew 22:36-40 

C.  In obedience - John 14:15, 1 John 5:3 

D.  In service - Matthew 25:31-46 
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
